Alexander, a 6-foot-1 freshman shooting guard from West Valley High School in Hemet,
played a starring role as IVC drew away in the latter part of the second half to beat Palomar 61-
45. He went 5-for-6 from behind the 3-point arc and scoring 17 points.

Gorman, a 5-foot-10 freshman guard out of E1 Camino High School, pumped in 33 points
and also had five assists and three steals in the Comets’ 96-89 victory over Miramar. Earlier in
the week, he scored 21 points vs. Imperial Valley.

Morgan, a 6-foot-5 sophomore wing from Jarupa Valley High School, contributed a double-
double in the victory over the Jets with 15 points and 15 rebounds. He tallied 12 points two
nights earlier against IVC.
