2.   In agreeing to this waiver of all existing or future claims or causes 
of action, the undersigned has read and is aware of California Civil 
Code section 1542 which states as follows: 
 
“A general release does not extend to claims which the creditor does not 
know or suspect to exist in his favor at the time of executing the release, 
which if known by him must have materially affected his settlement with the 
debtor.” 
 
With full knowledge of the foregoing code section, the undersigned elects to 
and does assume all risks for claims, known or unknown, occurring during 
participation at San Diego City College and expressly releases the San 
Diego Community College District and its officers, agents and employees 
from all liability, except as otherwise stated herein.
