Transfer Admission Eligibility-

All transfer applicants must meet the following requirements to be considered for admission:
e Complete a minimum of 60 CSU-transferable semester units.
e Complete General Education (GE) requirements in written communication, oral communication,
critical thinking, and mathematics with a “C” or higher in each course.
e Earn a minimum 2.0 cumulative CSU-transferable GPA. Applicants must meet this GPA at the
time of application and must maintain the GPA prior to transfer.
e Be in good standing at the last college or university attended.
Applicants who meet the requirements listed above will be ranked based on the completion of lower
division General Education and preparation for the major coursework. Out-of-service area applicants will
be selected based on a GPA ranking that may be higher than the major GPA. Visit
www.sdsu.edu/admissions for details.
